Bengaluru Suburban Transport Project: MoU with ICF for Procurement of  
153 Metro Coaches Work Order Worth ₹1,513.75 Crore Issued  

 
Bengaluru, May 11: The highly anticipated Bengaluru 
Suburban Transport Project (BSTP), which is set to 
relieve the city from traffic congestion, has gained 
significant momentum. The Bi-RIDE organization has 
officially issued a work order to the Integral Coach 
Factory (ICF), Chennai, to supply the 153 air-
conditioned 'Broad-Gauge Metro Type Coaches' required 
for all the Corridors of BSTP. 
The total value of this massive work order is ₹1,513.75 
Crore, and it is poised to emerge as a highly reliable and 
sustainable transportation system for the people of 

Bengaluru and its surrounding areas in the future. 
As per this contract awarded on May 6, 2026, the ICF must commence the supply of the coaches 
within the next 18 months. This deadline has been set with the objective of opening the 
Chikkabanavara-Yeshwanthpur section, which falls under Corridor-2, for public service on schedule. 
Furthermore, Bi-RIDE has clarified that this is also in line with the timeline instructed by the Hon'ble 
Prime Minister during the 'PRAGATI' review meeting held in December 2025. An official 
Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) will be signed between the two organizations shortly. 
Key Highlights of the Work Order (Scope of Work): 
This comprehensive contract awarded to ICF Chennai includes not just the manufacturing of the 
coaches, but also the following responsibilities: 
 Detailed design and complete manufacturing of the rolling stock. 

 Quality inspection, integration, testing, and commissioning. 

 Obtaining necessary statutory approvals from RDSO. 

 Smooth coordination and interfacing with the designated contracts for Signalling, Traction & 

Power Supply, and Platform Screen Doors. 

 Fulfilment of RAMS (Reliability, Availability, Maintainability, and Safety) standards mandatory for 

the successful operation of the corridors. 

 
 

"This work order is a historic milestone for the Bengaluru Suburban Rail 
Project. Through this partnership with ICF, we are ensuring that the 
required train coaches will be available by the time the track and systems 
infrastructure work for different Corridors is completed. This 
synchronization will help deliver a world-class suburban rail network to the 
citizens of Bengaluru without any delay, fulfilling the vision of sustainable 
urban transport and easing the city's traffic congestion."
